Soil Survey Results
(i) Description, Sampling and Analysis of Soils
Detailed discussions of soils description, sampling methods and analysis results are included in Volume 2 of the EBS, Appendix A, Appendix A-1, and Appendix A-2.
(A) Soil Series and Phase Descriptions
A thorough description of each soil series is included in the report.  Phases of particular series are described in Appendix A and Appendix A-1, Soils and Overburden Baseline volumes.  Where appropriate, these phases are shown on the associated Soil Survey Map.
(B) Soil Mapping Unit (Complex and Consociation) Descriptions
Soil mapping units are more detailed than those found in Order III Soil Surveys conducted by the SCS.  Units as small as 1/8 acre in size are described in the mapping unit description, Volume 2 of the EBS.  Mapping unit descriptions are provided in Table I-3, of the Soil Survey, EBS, in Appendix A, Appendix A-1, and Appendix A-2 Soils and Overburden Baseline volumes.
(C) Representative Soil Pedon Descriptions

A description of each sampled soil pedon is provided in the Soil Survey Report of the EBS and also in Appendix A, Appendix A-1, and Appendix A-2, Soils and Overburden Baseline volumes.  Pedon descriptions are provided for each sampled unit.  Sampled locations are shown on soil maps associated with the Survey.
(D) Results of Chemical and Physical Analyses of Soil Samples

Results of physical and chemical analyses in accordance with Section 17.24.302(3) are provided for each sampled pedon in the Soil Analysis section of the EBS and also in Appendix A, Appendix A-1, and Appendix A-2, Soils and Overburden Baseline volumes.  Laboratory analyses are presented for all soil horizons sampled during the survey.
(ii) Soils Map, Including Mapping Units, Their Boundaries and Estimated Salvage Depths, and Soil Sampling Locations
Maps of SCM soils are contained in Volume 2 of the EBS, at a scale of l" to 400'(Sheets 1-10).  Each 1" = 400' map shows permit area boundaries, cardinal directions, section controls, a delineation of soil mapping units by solid lines, sampling locations and soil-related symbols.  Map legends also include special symbols for rock outcroppings and sodic soils.  Plate 24 presents soils  for the approved and proposed permit areas.  Soil salvage depths associated with soil budget calculations for the original disturbance area and South Fork Expansion are also located in Appendix A.  Soil salvage depths for the Carbone Amendment area are also located in Appendix A-1, Soils and Overburden Baseline, Table 4.  Soil salvage depths for the Pearson Creek area are located in Appendix A-2.  Topsoil salvage volumes for the entire disturbance area are included in section 17.24.313 (g)(iii).
