ORAL PRESENTATION/PRODUCT DEMONSTRATION


Offeror’s must be prepared to have the key personnel assigned to this project complete an oral presentation/product demonstration/interview in Helena, Montana.  The Agency reserves the right to have presentations/demonstrations/ interviews from only the three highest scoring Offerors after evaluation of Sections 3 and 4.3-4.10. 

Offerors will be asked to provide an onsite, online, real-time demonstration of the solution proposed with intent to implement. The Offeror will provide people knowledgeable in the installation and operation of the solution, and all software and hardware necessary to demonstrate the full functionality of the solution. If requested at least 24 hours in advance, the Offeror will be provided access to the demonstration facility the afternoon (4:00 PM) and morning (7:30 AM) prior to the demonstration for preparation and testing.  All Offeror costs associated with providing the demonstration, including travel, lodging and per diem, will be borne by the Offeror and will not be reimbursed by the Agency.
