	Q:  Removal of existing generator – 

1. What is the time limitation that the existing generator 
    can be out of service and the new generator to be   

    operational for the facility? 

A:   A rental generator is in place powered by a portable and separate propane tank to provide the required emergency power.  The wiring into the building runs from the rental unit through the disabled unit’s enclosure.  The rental unit connections would need to be maintained during the removal and installation of the units. The new unit would need to go on line immediately (max 90 minutes) after disconnect of the rental unit. 
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
