	Questions & Answers for RFP # OPI-146830606

	Q:  I was wondering why item 6882 Foster Farm Turkey Franks 8/1 fell off the bid on Line 124.  I don’t recall you requesting specs for reduced sodium for this item even know low sodium is a focus.
 
A: The Jennie-O product listed on the current bid has 260 mg of sodium whereas the Foster Farm product that has been on the bid until now has 560 mg of sodium.  The specification was rewritten to include low sodium and the nutrition facts for the Foster Farm product on their website did not meet that criteria.
 

	Q: Chef America code 2200 – Egg and cheese w/ sausage mini pocket.  I believe this item has been discontinued.   Please advise on deleting this item or finding an alternate as soon as possible.   This was the only code specified on the OPI #114
 
A: The Nestle company, parent company of Chef America, has dropped their school 
products line and, at this time, have no viable alternative.  The item will be deleted from this
 bid cycle so as to allow time to pursue alternatives elsewhere.
 

	Q: # 245 Mandarin Oranges.   The description state juice or water pack.  Festival code
 475180 which is listed is a light syrup pack.  Please advise on the removal from bid or okay
 to bid if it is the lowest bid?
 
A: The Festival product does not meet the water/juice pack specification so will be taken off
 the list of possible vendors.

	Q: Line 45-Ketchup-Canned, Low Sodium – U.S. Grade A, Fancy natural ketchup made with sugar. Not less than 33% thick. Low Sodium – Bid per case.
 
As you know Heinz just came out with low sodium #10 pouch ketchup.  Currently Heinz doesn’t have #10 canned low sodium ketchup.  Can Heinz bid on Line 45 with the low sodium #10 pouch ketchup?

A: Yes, this item can be bid on this line item, #45 for this bid cycle as long as the volume size is concurrent with the specifications.  The specifications for pouch pack, Line 46, currently do not indicate low sodium so will be rewritten for the next bid cycle.
