	Q:  Will the State accept the following batteries as approved equivalents?
Gruber Power Systems  58EGPS-12-140-I

GNB Sprinter                 S12V500F

Enersys DataSafe           12HX505

Flamm                            12FLX500
A:  Yes, all of the batteries listed above are approved equivalent products to the C&D Dynasty UPS12-490MR.

	Q:  What information will the State need to run background checks on employees if we win the bid? 
A:  Background checks are only required if the contractor needs unescorted access to the facility. For the purposes of this IFB/contract, the contractor will be escorted at all times; therefore, the contractor will not need to give the State any personal information for the purposes of a background check.

	Q:  Would the State like a current drug test performed on technicians that will be working onsite?
