	Q.
I am looking for approval on the SpaceRak uprights #LM20 style and the Interlake beams #27E (96” x 2-1/2”, 2,175lb. cap.)case flow beams.  #40E (96” x 4”, 5,058lb. cap.)pallet rack beams. We are dealers for both manufacturers, SpaceRak has changed their beam 96” x 4” to a 16ga. thickness and they do not manufacture 14ga. beams anymore. I would like to quote the Uprights through SpaceRak and the beams through Interlake. Both manufacturers make the same size of instep on the beam to be used with the Unex Spantrak case flow roller sections 89 5/8” long.

We measured the Unex Span-Track and the overall length of each is 89 ¾”. Because these sit on the hangers that are specified in the bid, there is room for these to be as long as 91”. The bidder must provide racking that is compatible with the existing racking. The existing racking is Hannibal Material Handling (NMH), Unex Span- Track.

	Q.
We would like to provide a proposal in response to your Invitation for Bid # IFB14-3020A for Warehouse Racks.  Our typical method of quoting pallet rack systems is to utilize product, loading, layout, and geographic location to determine the appropriate components as a system.   For example the capacity and construction of the uprights is determined by the number of beam levels, the capacity of each beam level, and the maximum distance between beam levels or the floor.  In addition the seismic zone can have an impact on upright construction with considerations being footplate size and column reinforcements.  Will seismic calculations and PE stamped drawings be required for submittal to the local municipality for permitting?  If so, the only way we can supply this would be by designing the system with the information I mentioned.  Feel free to call me if you’d like to discuss.

We have procured racking two or three times now over the past couple of years. The State will be responsible for providing this information and obtaining any permits needed for installation.

Which insurance certificates will the Contractor be required to supply to the State?
A.
Add the following insurance requirements to Section 3:


3.6
REQUIRED INSURANCE
3.6.1 General Requirements.  Contractor shall maintain for the duration of this contract, at its cost and expense, insurance against claims for injuries to persons or damages to property, including contractual liability, which may arise from or in connection with the performance of the work by contractor, agents, employees, representatives, assigns, or subcontractors. This insurance shall cover such claims as may be caused by any negligent act or omission.  

3.6.2 Primary Insurance.  Contractor's insurance coverage shall be primary insurance with respect to the State, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers and shall apply separately to each project or location. Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the State, its officers, officials, employees, or volunteers shall be excess of contractor's insurance and shall not contribute with it.

3.6.3 Specific Requirements for Commercial General Liability.  Contractor shall purchase and maintain occurrence coverage with combined single limits for bodily injury, personal injury, and property damage of $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate per year to cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, or negligence of contractor or its officers, agents, representatives, assigns, or subcontractors.  

The State, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers are to be covered and listed as additional insureds for liability arising out of activities performed by or on behalf of contractor, including the insured's general supervision of contractor, products, and completed operations, and the premises owned, leased, occupied, or used.

3.6.4 Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions.  Any deductible or self-insured retention must be declared to and approved by the State. At the request of the State either:  (1) the insurer shall reduce or eliminate such deductibles or self-insured retentions as respects the State, its officers, officials, employees, or volunteers; or (2) at the expense of contractor, contractor shall procure a bond guaranteeing payment of losses and related investigations, claims administration, and defense expenses.


3.6.5 Certificate of Insurance/Endorsements.  A certificate of insurance from an insurer with a Best's rating of no less than A- indicating compliance with the required coverages, has been received by the State Procurement Bureau, P.O. Box 200135, Helena, MT 59620-0135. Contractor must notify the State immediately of any material change in insurance coverage, such as changes in limits, coverages, change in status of policy, etc. The State reserves the right to require complete copies of insurance policies at all times.

Is Worker’s Compensation Insurance required?

Yes, add the following requirement to Section 3.


3.7
COMPLIANCE WITH WORKERS' COMPENSATION ACT
Contractor shall comply with the provisions of the Montana Workers' Compensation Act while performing work for the State of Montana in accordance with 39-71-401, 39-71-405, and 39-71-417, MCA. Proof of compliance must be in the form of workers' compensation insurance, an independent contractor's exemption, or documentation of corporate officer status. Neither contractor nor its employees are State employees. This insurance/exemption must be valid for the entire contract term and any renewal. Upon expiration, a renewal document must be sent to the State Procurement Bureau, P.O. Box 200135, Helena, MT 59620-0135.

What are the site cleanup requirements?
A.
Add the following requirement to Section 3.


3.8
ON-SITE REQUIREMENTS/CLEANUP

Each potential contractor should visit the job site to verify measurements and to become fully aware of the conditions relating to the project and the labor requirements. Failure to do so will not relieve the successful contractor of their obligation to furnish all materials and labor necessary to carry out the provisions of the contract.

The contractor shall adequately protect the work, adjacent property, and the public in all phases of the work. The contractor shall be responsible for all damages or injury due to their action or neglect.

The contractor shall maintain access to all phases of the project pending inspection by the State or its representative.

All work rejected as unsatisfactory shall be corrected prior to final inspection and acceptance.

The contractor shall respond within seven calendar days after notice of observed defects has been given and shall proceed to immediately remedy these defects. Should the contractor fail to respond to the notice or not remedy the defects, the State may have the work corrected at the contractor's expense.

In terms of cleanup, the contractor shall:

· Keep the premises free from debris and accumulation of waste;
· Remove all construction smears and stains from finished surfaces;
· Remove all construction equipment, tools, and excess materials before final payment by the State.
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
