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APPENDIX A - Standard Terms and Conditions


By submitting a response to this invitation for bid, request for proposal, limited solicitation, or acceptance of a contract, the vendor agrees to acceptance of the following Standard Terms and Conditions and any other provisions that are specific to this solicitation or contract. 

ACCEPTANCE/REJECTION OF BIDS, PROPOSALS, OR LIMITED SOLICITATION RESPONSES: The State reserves the right to accept or reject any or all bids, proposals, or limited solicitation responses, wholly or in part, and to make awards in any manner deemed in the best interest of the State. Bids, proposals, and limited solicitation responses will be firm for 30 days, unless stated otherwise in the text of the invitation for bid, request for proposal, or limited solicitation.

ALTERATION OF SOLICITATION DOCUMENT: In the event of inconsistencies or contradictions between language contained in the State’s solicitation document and a vendor’s response, the language contained in the State’s original solicitation document will prevail. Intentional manipulation and/or alteration of solicitation document language will result in the vendor’s disqualification and possible debarment.

ASSIGNMENT, TRANSFER AND SUBCONTRACTING: Contractor shall not assign, transfer or subcontract any portion of the contract without the express written consent of the department. (Section 18-4-141, MCA.)

DEBARMENT: Contractor certifies, by submitting this bid or proposal, that neither it nor its principals are presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in this transaction (contract) by any governmental department or agency. If Contractor cannot certify this statement, attach a written explanation for review by the State.

FACSIMILE RESPONSES: Facsimile responses will be accepted for invitations for bids, small purchases, or limited solicitations ONLY if they are completely received by the State Procurement Bureau prior to the time set for receipt. Bids, or portions thereof, received after the due time will not be considered. Facsimile responses to requests for proposals are ONLY accepted on an exception basis with prior approval of the procurement officer.

FAILURE TO HONOR BID/PROPOSAL: If a bidder/offeror to whom a contract is awarded refuses to accept the award (PO/contract) or fails to deliver in accordance with the contract terms and conditions, the department may, in its discretion, suspend the bidder/offeror for a period of time from entering into any contracts with the State of Montana.

LATE BIDS AND PROPOSALS: Regardless of cause, late bids and proposals will not be accepted and will automatically be disqualified from further consideration. It shall be solely the vendor’s risk to ensure delivery at the designated office by the designated time. Late bids and proposals will not be opened and may be returned to the vendor at the expense of the vendor or destroyed if requested.

RECIPROCAL PREFERENCE: The State of Montana applies a reciprocal preference against a vendor submitting a bid from a state or country that grants a residency preference to its resident businesses. A reciprocal preference is only applied to an invitation for bid for supplies or an invitation for bid for non-construction services for public works as defined in section 18-2-401(9), MCA, and then only if federal funds are not involved. SOLICITATION DOCUMENT EXAMINATION: Vendors shall promptly notify the State of any ambiguity, inconsistency, or error which they may discover upon examination of a solicitation document.

VENUE: This solicitation is governed by the laws of Montana. The parties agree that any litigation concerning this bid, request for proposal, limited solicitation, or subsequent contract, must be brought in the First Judicial District in and for the County of Lewis and Clark, State of Montana, and each party shall pay its own costs and attorney fees. (Section 18-1-401, MCA.)

U.S. FUNDS: All prices and payments must be in U.S. dollars.

WARRANTIES: Contractor warrants that the products offered conform to the specifications requested, are fit and sufficient for the purpose manufactured, are of good material and workmanship, and are free from defect.  Contractor further warrants that the products are new and unused and of the latest model or manufacture, unless the State specifies otherwise.  Exceptions will be rejected.

WARRANTY FOR HARDWARE:  Contractor warrants that hardware provided is free from defects in materials and workmanship and conforms to the specifications. The warranty period for provided hardware is a fixed period commencing on the date specified in a statement of work or applicable contract. If the hardware does not function as warranted during the warranty period and Contractor is unable to either:  i) make it do so; or ii) replace it with one that is at least functionally equivalent, State may return it to Contractor for a full refund.

The parties agree that the warranties set forth above do not require uninterrupted or error-free operation of hardware or services unless otherwise stated in the specifications.

These warranties are the state’s exclusive warranties and replace all other warranties or conditions, express or implied, including, but not limited to, the implied warranties or conditions of merchantability and fitness for a particular purpose.





SECTION 1:  GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

1.1	INTRODUCTION

The STATE OF MONTANA, Department of Administration, Information Technology Services Division, (hereinafter referred to as “the State”) is soliciting bids for a used and/or refurbished certified by IBM z114 Mainframe, Maintenance, Support and Peripheral Equipment. A more complete description of the supplies and/or services sought is provided in Section 4 of this IFB. Bids submitted in response to this solicitation must comply with the instructions and procedures contained herein. The State will only accept bids from Certified IBM Business Partners.

Bidders are responsible for examining the solicitation documents and any addenda issued to become informed as to all conditions that might in any way affect the cost or performance of any work. Failure to do so will be at the sole risk of the bidder. Should the bidder find discrepancies in or omissions from the solicitation documents, or should their intent or meaning appear unclear or ambiguous, or should any other question arise relative to the solicitation documents, the bidder shall promptly notify the Procurement Officer in writing. The bidder making such request will be solely responsible for its timely receipt by the Procurement Officer. Replies to such notices may be made in the form of an addendum to the solicitation.

1.2.3	Interpretation or Representations.  The State of Montana assumes no responsibility for any interpretation or representations made by any of its officers or agents unless interpretations or representations are incorporated into a formal written addendum to the solicitation.
 
1.2.4	Acknowledgment of Addendum.  If the IFB is amended, then all terms and conditions which are not modified remain unchanged. It is the bidder's responsibility to keep informed of any changes to the solicitation. Bidders must sign and return with their bid an Acknowledgment of Addendum for any addendum issued. Bids that fail to include an Acknowledgment of Addendum may be considered nonresponsive.

1.2.5	Extension of Prices.  In the case of error in the extension of prices in the bid, the unit price will govern. In a lot bid, the lot price will govern.
 
1.2.6	Bid Preparation Costs.  The costs for developing and delivering responses to this IFB are entirely the responsibility of the bidder. The State is not liable for any expense incurred by the bidder in the preparation and presentation of their bid or any other costs incurred by the bidder prior to execution of a purchase order or contract.

1.3	BID SUBMISSION

1.3.1	Bids Must Be Sealed and Labeled.   Bids must be sealed and labeled on the outside of the package to clearly indicate that they are in response to IFB 15-3070V. Bids must be received at the receptionist’s desk of the State Procurement Bureau prior to 2 p.m., local time, June 10, 2015. All prices and notations must be printed in ink or typewritten. Errors should be crossed out, corrections entered, and initialed by the person signing the bid. 

1.3.2	Late Bids. Regardless of cause, late bids will not be accepted and will automatically be disqualified from further consideration. It shall be the bidder’s sole risk to assure delivery at the receptionist's desk at the designated office by the designated time. Late bids will not be opened and may be returned to the bidder at the expense of the bidder or destroyed if requested. 

1.3.3	Bidder’s Signature.  The solicitation must be signed in ink by an individual authorized to legally bind the business submitting the bid. The bidder’s signature on a bid in response to this IFB guarantees that the offer has been established without collusion and without effort to preclude the State of Montana from obtaining the best possible supply or service. 

1.3.4	Alternate Bids. Vendors may submit alternate bids (a bid on supplies other than specified). Alternate bids are considered only if the vendor is the lowest responsible vendor on their primary bid. Bids must be clearly identified as "Primary" and "Alternate."

1.3.5  Acceptance of Standard Terms and Conditions. By submitting a bid to this IFB, bidder accepts the standard terms and conditions and contract set out in Appendix A, respectively.  Much of the language included in the standard terms and conditions reflects the requirements of Montana law.

1.4	CHANGE OR WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS
 
1.4.1	Change or Withdrawal PRIOR to Bid Opening.  Should any bidder desire to change or withdraw a bid prior to the scheduled opening, the bidder may do so by making such request in writing to the Procurement Officer listed in Section 1.2.1 above. This communication must be received prior to the date and hour of the bid opening by a request in writing or facsimile to the procurement officer (e-mail notices containing prices are not allowed and will be disqualified).
 
1.4.2	Change AFTER Bid Opening But Prior to Bid Award.  After bids are opened, they may not be changed except to correct patently obvious mistakes and minor variations as allowed by ARM 2.5.505. The bidder shall submit verification of the correct bid to the State prior to the final award by the State.
 
1.5	BID AWARDS 

1.5.1	Basis for Award.  Bid award, if made, will be to the responsive and responsible bidder who offers the lowest cost to the State in accordance with the specifications set forth in the invitation for bid.

1.5.2	Rejection of Bids.  While the State has every intention to award a contract as a result of this IFB, issuance of the IFB in no way constitutes a commitment by the State of Montana to award and execute a contract. Upon a determination such actions would be in its best interest, the State, in its sole discretion, reserves the right to:
· Cancel or terminate this IFB (18-4-307, MCA);
· Waive any undesirable, inconsequential, or inconsistent provisions of this IFB which would not have significant impact on any bid (ARM 2.5.505); or
· If awarded, terminate any contract if the State determines adequate state funds are not available (18-4-313, MCA). 



SECTION 2:  DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS

2.1 	DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS

2.1.1	Delivery Date.  The DELIVERY DATE space on the cover sheet must be completed to indicate day, month, and year, or a specific number of days after receipt of order (ARO). Failure to comply with the requirements may invalidate a bidder’s quotation for any or all items.

	2.1.2	Requested Delivery Date.  The Contractor shall configure and deliver all items described in this bid as soon as possible but no later than July 15, 2015.  

2.1.3	Shipping.  Weekends and holidays excepted, deliveries shall be F.O.B. DESTINATION, to the location shown below. The term "F.O.B. destination, within the State's premises," as used in this clause, means free of expense to the State and delivered to the location specified.  The Contractor shall:

· Pack and mark the shipment to comply with specifications; or if the specifications do not contain specific packing or marking instructions, pack and mark the shipment in accordance with prevailing commercial practices and in such a manner as to ensure delivery in good condition and as required by this IFB;
· Prepare and distribute commercial bills of lading and Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) as appropriate;
· Deliver the shipment in good order and condition to the point of delivery specified in the IFB;
· Be responsible for any loss of and/or damage to the goods occurring before receipt of the shipment by the State at the delivery point specified in the IFB;
· Furnish a delivery schedule and designate the mode of delivering carrier; and 
· Pay and bear all charges to the specified points of delivery.

SECTION 3:  SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

3.1	Certified IBM Partners

	The State will only accept bids from Certified IBM Business Partners.  

3.2	PREFERENCE NOT APPLIED

Reciprocal preference will not be applied to this purchase because federal funds are involved (ARM 2.5.408).

3.3	PURCHASING CARD

The State of Montana has a Purchasing Card Program in place that gives agencies the ability to charge purchases made from these contracts. The State of Montana prefers this method of payment.

3.4	ON-SITE REQUIREMENTS/CLEANUP

Each potential contractor should visit the job site to verify measurements and to become fully aware of the conditions relating to the project and the labor requirements.  Failure to do so will not relieve the successful contractor of their obligation to furnish all materials and labor necessary to carry out the provisions of the contract.

The Contractor shall adequately protect the work, adjacent property, and the public in all phases of the work. The Contractor shall be responsible for all damages or injury due to their action or neglect.

The Contractor shall maintain access to all phases of the project pending inspection by the State or its representative.

All work rejected as unsatisfactory shall be corrected prior to final inspection and acceptance.

The Contractor shall respond within seven calendar days after notice of observed defects has been given and shall proceed to immediately remedy these defects.  Should the Contractor fail to respond to the notice or not remedy the defects, the State may have the work corrected at the Contractor's expense.

In terms of cleanup, the Contractor shall:

(a)	Keep the premises free from debris and accumulation of waste;
(b)	Remove all installation smears and stains from finished surfaces;
(c)	Remove all installation equipment, tools, and excess materials before final payment by the State.

3.5	MEETINGS

The Contractor is required to meet with the State’s personnel, or designated representatives, to resolve technical or contractual problems that may occur during the term of the contract or to discuss the progress made by Contractor and the State in the performance of their respective obligations, at no additional cost to the State. Meetings will occur as problems arise and will be coordinated by the State. The Contractor will be given a minimum of three full working days notice of meeting date, time, and location. Face-to-face meetings are desired. However, at the Contractor's option and expense, a conference call meeting may be substituted. Consistent failure to participate in problem resolution meetings, two consecutive missed or rescheduled meetings, or to make a good faith effort to resolve problems, may result in termination of the contract.

3.6	COMPLIANCE WITH WORKERS’ COMPENSATION ACT

Contractors are required to comply with the provisions of the Montana Workers' Compensation Act while performing work for the State of Montana in accordance with the sections 39-71-401, 39-71-405, and 39-71-417, MCA. Proof of compliance must be in the form of workers' compensation insurance, an independent contractor exemption, or documentation of corporate officer status.  Neither the Contractor nor its employees are employees of the State. This insurance/exemption must be valid for the entire term of the contract. A renewal document must be sent to the State Procurement Bureau, P.O. Box 200135, Helena, MT 59620-0135, upon expiration.

3.7	INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

3.7.1	General Requirements. The Contractor shall maintain for the duration of the contract, at its cost and expense, insurance against claims for injuries to persons or damages to property, including contractual liability, which may arise from or in connection with the performance of the work by the Contractor, agents, employees, representatives, assigns, or subcontractors. This insurance shall cover such claims as may be caused by any negligent act or omission. 

3.7.2	Primary Insurance. The Contractor's insurance coverage shall be primary insurance as respect to the State, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers and shall apply separately to each project or location. Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the State, its officers, officials, employees, or volunteers shall be in excess of the Contractor's insurance and shall not contribute with it.

3.7.3	Specific Requirements for Commercial General Liability. The Contractor shall purchase and maintain occurrence coverage with combined single limits for bodily injury, personal injury, and property damage of $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate per year to cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, or negligence of the Contractor or its officers, agents, representatives, assigns, or subcontractors. 

The State, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers are to be covered and listed as additional insureds; for liability arising out of activities performed by or on behalf of the Contractor, including the insured's general supervision of the Contractor; products, and completed operations; premises owned, leased, occupied, or used.

3.7.4	Specific Requirements for Automobile Liability. The Contractor shall purchase and maintain coverage with split limits of $500,000 per person (personal injury), $1,000,000 per accident occurrence (personal injury), and $100,000 per accident occurrence (property damage), OR combined single limits of $1,000,000 per occurrence to cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, or negligence of the contractor or its officers, agents, representatives, assigns, or subcontractors. 

The State, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers are to be covered and listed as additional insureds for automobiles leased, hired, or borrowed by the Contractor. 

3.7.5	Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions. Any deductible or self-insured retention must be declared to and approved by the state agency. At the request of the agency either: (1) the insurer shall reduce or eliminate such deductibles or self-insured retentions as respects the State, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers; or (2) at the expense of the Contractor, the Contractor shall procure a bond guaranteeing payment of losses and related investigations, claims administration, and defense expenses.

3.7.6	Certificate of Insurance/Endorsements. Insurance must be placed with an insurer with a Best's rating of no less than A-. The certificate must also include the State's solicitation number. This insurance must be maintained for the duration of the contract. The State Procurement Bureau, P.O. Box 200135, Helena, MT 59620-0135, must receive all required certificates and endorsements within 10 days from the date of the Request for Documents notice before a contract or purchase order will be issued. Work may not commence until a contract or purchase order is in place. The Contractor must notify the State immediately of any material change in insurance coverage, such as changes in limits, coverage, change in status of policy, etc. The State reserves the right to require complete copies of insurance policies at all times.

3.8	INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

All patents and other legal rights in or to inventions created in whole or in part under the contract must be available to the State for royalty-free and nonexclusive licensing. Both parties shall have a royalty-free, nonexclusive, and irrevocable right to reproduce, publish, or otherwise use and authorize others to use, copyrightable property created under the contract.

3.9	PATENT AND COPYRIGHT PROTECTION 

3.9.1	Third Party Claim. In the event of any claim by any third party against the State that the products furnished under this contract infringe upon or violate any patent or copyright, the State shall promptly notify the Contractor. The Contractor shall defend such claim, in the State’s name or its own name, as appropriate, but at the Contractor’s expense.  The Contractor will indemnify the State against all costs, damages, and attorney's fees that accrue as a result of such claim. If the State reasonably concludes that its interests are not being properly protected, or if principles of governmental or public law are involved, it may enter any action.  

3.9.2	Product Subject of Claim. If any product furnished is likely to or does become the subject of a claim of infringement of a patent or copyright, then the Contractor may, at its option, procure for the State the right to continue using the alleged infringing product, or modify the product so that it becomes noninfringing. If none of the above options can be accomplished, or if the use of such product by the State shall be prevented by injunction, the State will determine if the contract has been breached.

3.10	CONTRACTOR PERFORMANCE ASSESSMENTS

The State may conduct assessments of the Contractor’s performance. This contract may be terminated for one or more poor performance assessments. The Contractor will have the opportunity to respond to poor performance assessments. The State will make any final decision to terminate this contract based on the assessment and any related information, the Contractor’s response, and the severity of any negative performance assessment. The Contractor will be notified with a justification of contract termination.  Performance assessments may be considered in future solicitations.

3.11	CONTRACT TERMINATION

	3.11.1	Termination for Convenience. The State may, by written notice to the Contractor, terminate this contract without cause. The State must give notice of termination to the Contractor at least 30 days prior to the effective date of termination.

3.11.2	Reduction of Funding. The State must by law terminate this contract if funds are not appropriated or otherwise made available to support the State's continuation of performance of this contract in a subsequent fiscal period.  (18-4-313(4), MCA.)  If state or federal government funds are not appropriated or otherwise made available through the state budgeting process to support continued performance of this contract (whether at an initial contract payment level or any contract increases to that initial level) in subsequent fiscal periods, the State shall terminate this contract as required by law.  The State shall provide Contractor the date the State's termination shall take effect.  The State shall not be liable to Contractor for any payment that would have been payable had the contract not been terminated under this provision.  As stated above, the State shall be liable to Contractor only for the payment, or prorated portion of that payment, owed to Contractor up to the date the State's termination takes effect.  This is Contractor's sole remedy.  The State shall not be liable to Contractor for any other payments or damages arising from termination under this section, including but not limited to general, special, or consequential damages such as lost profits or revenues.


3.12	BUILDING SECURITY

· The State of Montana Data Center locations are secure facilities. Contractor shall take reasonable actions to ensure the security of the premises while performing Contractor’s duties.
· Contractor will be escorted while in the facility by a State designee. 
· Contractor acknowledges that security cameras are in use throughout this facility. 
· All persons, whether employees, representatives or subcontractors granted access to the facility are subject to security screening conducted by the State. This includes, but is not limited to, providing acceptable personal picture identification. The individual must be on the personnel listing provided to the State by the Contractor. The State may refuse access to the facility to any person who, in State’s sole discretion, presents an unreasonable security risk. 
· Contractor must report any physical security related incidents at State’s facility immediately to State via the Contract Liaison, or designee. 
· State security policies require all doors be closed at all times and lights turned off in unoccupied areas. Service personnel must secure all doors on exiting an area and turn off building lights in areas where automatic light is not in place to conserve energy.
· The Contractor will be responsible for securing the premises upon completion of the work. No door or gate will remain unlocked. 
· Only employees of the Contractor will be allowed in the building. No family members, friends or pets will be allowed access. 
· Contractor is not allowed to take or distribute photos or videos of the State of Montana Data Centers without written permission from State Information Technology Services Division’s (SITSD’s) Security Officer or Data Center Manager.




      
SECTION 4:  SPECIFICATIONS AND PRICING SCHEDULE

4.1	SPECIFIC BRAND  

The following specifications identify specific brand requirements of this Invitation for Bid.  Only quotations for the brand specified will be considered for award.

4.2	PRICES

4.2.1	Taxes, Shipping, and Invoicing. The prices herein specified, unless otherwise expressly stated, shall exclude all taxes and duties of any kind which either party is required to pay with respect to the sale of products covered by this IFB, but shall include all charges and expenses in connection with the packing of the products and their carriage to the place of delivery to the State unless specifically excluded. Bid prices shall include any and all transportation costs. The Contractor shall be paid, except as otherwise stated in this IFB, upon submission of a proper invoice, the prices stipulated herein for products, and/or services delivered to and accepted at the specified State location(s).

4.2.2  Price Adjustments Negotiated Based on Changes in Contractor's Costs.  Price adjustments may be permitted at the time of contract renewal through a process of negotiation with the Contractor and the State. Any price increases must be based on demonstrated industrywide or regional increases in the Contractor's costs. Publications such as the Federal Bureau of Labor Statistics and the Consumer Price Index (CPI) for all Urban Consumers may be used to determine the increased value and reached by mutual agreement.

4.3	ALL-OR-NONE AWARD

Awards will be made on an all-or-none basis. Failure of a bidder to provide prices for all line items listed on the Schedule may be cause for rejection of the entire bid.  However, a bidder may enter “No Cost” in the unit price and extended amount columns to indicate that the item is being offered at “No Cost.”
 
4.4	SPECIFICATIONS AND PRICING SCHEDULE
	
	4.4.1	Purpose.  The State of Montana is seeking a contract for a used and/or refurbished certified by  IBM z114 Mainframe, Maintenance, Support and Peripheral Equipment, to better serve our customers that we house in our Data Centers. The equipment listed in the tables in Section 4.3.2 is representative of the equipment that may be purchased over the term contract.
