The Department of Administration, State Procurement Bureau, is considering a request from the Department of Justice to award a Sole Source contract for a simulation target system to MILO Range by FAAC Incorporated. This equipment must have the ability to be used by both law enforcement and correction/detention officers at all force levels. The Sole Source request is based on the following requirements:

1. Kinect Technology: The Kinect System integrates the computer software with cameras that track the trainee’s motions and verbal commands.  It also integrates with the action and reaction of the threat on the screen. Kinect Technology, or equivalent, is required  
2. The equipment must be able to provide the ability for the system to be used by both Law Enforcement and Detention/Corrections Officers.
3. The equipment/system must allow for each branch to train on all levels of use of force, from verbal commands, interment weapons to deadly force instead of just a shoot don’t shoot simulator.  No other manufacturer has this ability. 

4. The system must be capable of running multiple screens allowing for multi-lane simulated firing range.  This includes an interactive CGI lane-based targeting system to provide static and course-based marksmanship training from one CPU.

5. The system must be programmable and capable of supporting 16-laser device simultaneous, in a single training session.  

6. The system must provide support for standard and high-definition video with a HD camera system. This allows the users to develop specific training scenarios for their individual respective agencies.

7. Seamless integration with interactive driving simulator: Includes integrated scenarios, operator’s station and debriefing tools for full integration with FAAC Driving Simulators.  

The State Procurement Bureau will accept written comments from potential vendors who believe they have the ability to provide products which meets all of these requirements.  This is not a request for competitive proposals.  Vendors interested in providing a product meeting these requirements to the State of Montana are invited to provide a detailed description of their product.  Written comments must be received by 5:00 p.m. local time, Monday, December 1, 2014.  Responses to this notice must be addressed to:
