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APPENDIX E:  PLANNED INTERFACE INVENTORY
Table E.1 provides a summary of the planned interfaces for the MACWIS.  As stated above, DPHHS would like to improve current interface capabilities through the implementation of real-time, bi-directional interfaces, where possible, for several of the current batch interfaces.  
All SACWIS systems are required to interface with State Child Support Enforcement, Economic Assistance systems (i.e. Medicaid, TANF, and SNAP) and to create files for the federal capture of Child Welfare information. 

Detailed interface requirements will be further refined by DPHHS during the RFP development phase, so interface requirements are subject to change in the final RFP, if released.
