· CPIS - The CPIS system reads and updates CAPS using CICS programs.    
· TPL Update – A file is received from MMIS and is processed weekly.
· MT ROM – Files are sent to MT ROM
· Federal Interfaces – AFCARS, NCANDS and NYTD - Files are sent to AFCARS, NCANDS and NYTD.

CAPS has the following Real Time Interfaces(Online):
· CHIMES – Information is passed to CHIMES through our ADS screen TIID and CHIMES return information to us and TIID updates CAPS whenever the screen is accessed.  

MSAMS – Information is passed to MSAMS using the GT IVORY product which scrapes mainframe screens and formats the information into HTML for the MSAMS system.  Information is updated and sent back to CAPS.   The state plans to implement this at the end of February 2014.
