The Department of Administration, State Procurement Bureau is considering a request from the Engineering Bureau, Montana Department of Transportation (MDT), to award a sole source contract to Xriver Technologies, LLC. The sole source contract will consist of two phases.

Phase One: The services include the implementation, testing (Unit, System, Performance, and UAT) upgrade of Planisware v4 (OPX2), to include all current configurations, to Planisware R6. Training on R6 will also be required.

Phase Two: Services will include a fit-gap assessment and implementation/testing/training plan to determine how Planisware R6 (OPX2) can replace Engineering’s need and reliance on the current Program and Project Management System (PPMS). 

The determination of the sole source contract is based on the following requirements:

1. The contractor must have knowledge or understanding of the following:

· Be a Certified Reseller of the Planisware (OPX2) software.

· Contractor must have an individual certified or in the process of being certified to implement Planisware R6.

· Understand the current capabilities of OPX2 v4 and be able to map functions, features, and current configurations to OPX2 R6.

· Have an understanding of the business processes associated with critical path scheduling of preconstruction activities required to develop Highway Construction Capital Improvement projects for State DOT’s.

2. Contractor must have an understanding of the architecture along with the hardware/software requirements needed to upgrade from Planisware v4 to R6, including:.

· MDT’s technical policies, standards and protocol, including

i. IT/Business Project Management

ii. Understanding and demonstration of both the Agile and Software Development Lifecycle Methodology.

· Contractor must be experienced in JavaScript Software development.
3. Contractor must have a demonstrated knowledge and understanding of MDT’s PPMS application.

The State of Montana intends to award this project to one vendor, which has an estimated contract value of $380,000 for phase one and an estimated contact value of $50,000 for phase two.  MDT intends for the initial contract to cover phase one and a separate contract for phase two.  Phase two will not begin until phase one is complete and accepted by MDT.  The entire project is anticipated to take approximately 1 to 1.5 years to complete. 

The State Procurement Bureau will accept written comments from potential vendors who believe they have the knowledge and/or experience necessary to fulfill the required services.  This is not a request for competitive proposals.  Any vendor who is interested in providing these services to the State of Montana is invited to provide a detailed description of their company, experience, and knowledge of the environment/applications described above.  Written comments must be received by 2:00 p.m. local time, September 5, 2014.  Responses to this notice must be addressed to:
