To All Offerors:

As a result of Microsoft’s April 8, 2014 end of support for Microsoft Access 2003 and Windows XP, the State of Montana is attempting to convert the current Microsoft Access 2003 system using Microsoft Access 2010 user interface and an Oracle 11.2.0.2.0 database.  

The State is providing this information for due diligence purposes.  Proposals that include the original Microsoft Access conversion will still be considered.  If these modifications causes any undue hardship, please notify this office immediately, and a new closing date will be considered.  

Please note the following corrections to this RFP:

Page 17, Section 3.2.1 – DEQ REM and associated programs currently use a combination of MS Excel Spreadsheets, MS Access 200310 user interface and Oracle 11.2 database, Network Drives, SQL server, Agency Geodatabases, Inter and Intra-Departmental Websites and Web Mapping Applications, and SharePoint for program, sample, and spatial data management (Figure 3-1).

Page 17, Section 3.2.1.1 - The core system supporting the programmatic needs of REM and associated programs (Petroleum Tank Release Compensation Board [PTRCB], and Waste Underground Tank Bureau [WUTMB]) provides data to approximately 74 Departmental users across four business locations. It is comprised of three front-end MS Access 200310 application files and one actively maintained Oracle 11.2 backend database files (Figure 3-2). A separate instance of each front-end application runs locally on each user’s PC.

3) Petroleum Tank Release Compensation Board (Petro) Database Tables

Each of which contains multiple functionalities (Table 3-1).

Page 22, Section 3.2.1.7 - The production environment for the core MS Access application consists of master MS Access 200310 files stored locally on the client machine and over the network on file servers.
Page 22, Section 3.2.1.7.3 - Internal controls and validation are not strictly enforced within the legacy MS Access system. They loosely exist through table and field definitions within the MS Access 200310 application or Oracle database. Each MS Access 200310 application may have data entered regardless of quality or data existing within other systems. Data to be stored in multiple systems must be entered multiple times. Data pulls do not exist from outside sources, in most cases they are manually maintained within Oracle tables of the MS Access 2003 file. In other cases, they are maintained in Excel or .dbf files.
Page 23, Section 3.2.1.7.5 - NA
