Please make the following changes to the above-referenced “Request for Proposal”:

1. Page 10 change Section 2.3.5:
Achieve Passing Score.  Any proposal that fails to achieve 70% of the total available points for Sections 3 and 4 (or a total of 980 points) will be eliminated from further consideration.  A “fail” for any individual evaluation criteria may result in proposal disqualification at the discretion of the procurement officer.  
2. Pages 21 and 22, replace Section 6.1 in its entirety:

6.1
EVALUATION CRITERIA

The evaluator/evaluation committee will review and evaluate the offers according to the following criteria based on a total number of 1,750 points.

The Ability to Meet Service and Product Specifications, Method of Providing Services, and Company Profile and Experience/Resumes portions of the offer will be evaluated based on the following Scoring Guide. The References portion will be scored according to the scoring detailed on the form. The Cost Proposal will be evaluated based on the formula set forth below.

Any response that fails to achieve a passing score per the requirements of Section 2.3.5 will be eliminated from further consideration. A "fail" for any individual evaluation criterion may result in proposal disqualification at the discretion of the procurement officer. 

SCORING GUIDE

In awarding points to the evaluation criteria, the evaluator/evaluation committee will consider the following guidelines:

Superior Response (95-100%):  A superior response is an exceptional reply that completely and comprehensively meets all of the requirements of the RFP.  In addition, the response may cover areas not originally addressed within the RFP and/or include additional information and recommendations that would prove both valuable and beneficial to the agency. 

Good Response (75-94%):  A good response clearly meets all the requirements of the RFP and demonstrates in an unambiguous and concise manner a thorough knowledge and understanding of the project, with no deficiencies noted.  

Fair Response (60-74%):  A fair response minimally meets most requirements set forth in the RFP.  The offeror demonstrates some ability to comply with guidelines and requirements of the project, but knowledge of the subject matter is limited.

Failed Response (59% or less):  A failed response does not meet the requirements set forth in the RFP.  The offeror has not demonstrated sufficient knowledge of the subject matter.
