Section 6: Evaluation Process
A.    Page 3 of the RFP has a table where the offeror can initial next to each RFP section that does not require a detailed response. For responses that do require a detailed response, the State requests offerors to list each subsection by number and text followed by the response.  
For example:

	Q.    Section 1.7.5 => How many copies must be submitted? First and second paragraphs have different numbers
A.    The State requires one original, eight paper copies, and two electronic copies (on separate devices) of the technical proposal. The technical proposal will consist of responses to all items in Sections 3.2, 3.3, 3.6 through 3.11, and 4.2.
In addition, the State requires one original, two paper copies, and two electronic copies (on separate devices) of the cost proposal.  The cost proposal consists of responses to all items in Section 5.

	Q.    For 3.6 requirements, how much detail would you like us to go into for each (images of features as well as functions being performed?)

A.    The functional requirements listed in Section 3.6 were identified as areas the State desires/requires to meet our business needs.  (See section 3.1.2 )
For most of the specific areas listed, a simple statement or image, if that is more meaningful, affirming that your software is capable of performing that function is sufficient.  If your program has features that significantly set it apart from other off-the-shelf analytical tools, it may be worth expounding on that feature.  Some of the sections list multiple functions, if your program does some but not all of the functions, then identify which ones it does and doesn’t perform.
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
