Contract Language --Section 14. Insurance Coverage

a. CHA is partially self funded by Yellow Insurance Exchange, RRG.  We carry $1mill/$3mill in professional liability coverage.  We also carry a $1 million dollar umbrella.  There are no limits listed in the contract language provided.  Will this coverage be sufficient?

b. CHA is partially self funded for general liability as well.  We carry $1mill/$1mill in general liability.  The extra $1 million in umbrella coverage stated above is also applicable to general liability.  The contract requires $1mill/$2mill.  Will our current coverage be sufficient, taking into account the $1 million in umbrella coverage?

Yes., that is sufficient. The State of Montana must be named as additional insured.
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
