The State will perform background checks on all individuals performing work under the awarded contract. Upon request, offeror must provide: name, birthdate, and social security numbers for all team members to the State. Background checks will be conducted by the State at no cost to the contractor. Background checks will be conducted after RFP evaluations have been completed, prior to contract award.
