What is the host agency’s (nonprofit) contribution or match for this coming year, besides providing a location, desk, direction and supervision, getting them to training?   I’m wondering the financial contribution.  I know is it submitted quarterly.
A.
This Notice of Funding Opportunity is for an eligible organization to operate an AmeriCorps Program. Match requirements, required for cost reimbursement grants, can be met by cash or in-kind sources. The acceptable sources of matching funds are federal, state, local, private sector, and/or other funds in accordance with applicable AmeriCorps requirements. If you are applying for the first time, you must match with cash or in-kind contributions at least 24% of the project’s total Operating Costs (Section I) plus Member Costs (Section II) plus Administrative Costs (Section III). If you are recompeting, please see the match schedule below.

It also states that June 26th is the final date for funded applications to be entered into the eGrants system.  On the serve.mt.gov website however, there is a list of key dates (http://serve.mt.gov/funding/) which states the following:

June 16: Commission meeting to approve funding recommendations June 23: Final clarified submission due

Can you confirm which dates are correct regarding the commission meeting to approve funding recommendations and the final clarified submission due date?

Note for clarification: Applicants selected for submission to federal funder will have from June 17 to June 23 to make any requested clarifications and/or adjustments, including performance measures and must resubmit final Governor’s Office of Community Service via eGrants system by June 23, 2015. June 26, 2015 is Montana Governor’s Office deadline to submit final applications to federal funder.

In reading through the RFP, I am unclear as to what documents are needed for our Continuation Application.  


On page 17, Section C, it details information regarding the content needed for a Continuation Application and simply states, “For each continuation, application staff will complete an assessment document (Appendix I) that will provide reviewers with critical information about the performance of the grantee. Reviewers will provide each continuation applicant with feedback on the narrative and budget, but will only score the application based on the information provided in the staff assessment document.” 


In looking at the scoring areas it appears that we will need to address Member Enrollment and Member Retention while OCS Staff addresses the rest.  Is that correct?  What other documents, if any, do we need to submit?
A.
The RFP outlines the components of a complete new application, as you read through the RFP you will see there are multiple items not required of continuation requests. Continuation applicants need to submit Letter of Intent, narrative and a budget, including the amount of MSY requested. In the narrative describe any significant proposed changes. If enrollment, retention or other compliance issues were identified during the last year of program operation provide an explanation and describe your plan for improvement. If you are proposing changes to MSY, or an increase in the budget/cost per MSY please provide an explanation for that as well. 
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
