	Q.
I have been monitoring the state website for RFP, SPB14-2333J and noticed some changes in the requirements for contractors in the addendum below. My concern is that the state did away with the NAID requirement, which has become the minimum standard for professional document destruction for several years now. It is not a “private club” as noted below, but the only trade organization in the nation for the betterment, lobbying and standardization of document destruction methods and safety. NAID audits certified companies twice a year to check for HIPAA compliance breaches and safety concerns, both with equipment and employees. I would think this would be a concern for the state since one of the state agencies (Attorney General’s Office) actually monitors and fines companies for HIPAA breaches. If a company that is not NAID certified actually gets the contract, who is monitoring them for compliance with state and federal laws? They could tell you they are disposing of the shredded material according to NAID’s rules of using an approved disposal agent, but actually selling it as pet bedding or box packaging material. 
Q.
Also the NAID requirement? This is a private club that charges over $2,000 a year to be “ok’d” by them. We are a fully compliant professional document destruction company that meets or exceeds Fed and state regs with complete chain of custody from agent to vender to approved recycling centers.
A.
This requirement is removed and will not be required. However, it is the responsibility of the contractor that all materials handled and processed will be kept confidential and that disposal of all materials will be conducted in a manner that ensures the strictest security and confidentiality of all materials.
A.
The State will not alter its decision to remove the NAID certification requirement. The State will identify whether awarded contractors are NAID-certified or not in order to assist agencies when determining which contractor to use taking into consideration the type of information material needing to be shredded. Should there not be a NAID certified contractor, the contract has been amended to be “non-exclusive” in order to allow the agency to contract with the proper contractor.
