PROJECT LOCATION
The Project is located along approximately 2,000 feet of the Clark Fork River, starting near the confluence of the Clark Fork River within the Milltown Restoration project area, west of the Town of Milltown, Montana. The Project is in Section 27 of Township 13 North, Range 18 West, in Missoula County, Montana.

PROJECT WORK DESCRIPTION
Milltown Dam and Reservoir was built in 1906 and was contaminated with mine wastes from the Butte and Anaconda area during the 1908 flood and subsequent floods.  The Milltown Reservoir was designated as a National Priorities List (NPL) Site in 1983.  Starting in 2007 EPA has led the Remedial Cleanup activities at the Milltown Reservoir that includes the removal of the Milltown Dam and some of the contaminated sediments behind the dam.  The State of Montana is leading the restoration activities taking place at the site that includes a geographic area extending approximately 8,000 feet upstream of where the Milltown Dam once existed.  The Milltown Restoration is divided into five separate activities; CFR 1 Reach is the fifth to be implemented.


Bids will be received for one General Contract.  The Work will consist of, but is not necessarily limited to: providing all labor, materials, equipment, and incidentals necessary for mobilization, bonding and insurance; maintaining the haul road network; treating the existing and new primary haul road network; groundwater dewatering; constructing haul roads; traffic control; constructing temporary earthen berms; acquisition and delivery of materials (3,150 tons of riprap); salvaging vegetation from floodplain areas; excavating, hauling, placing and grading 21,000 CY of soil materials, constructing 800 feet of streambanks with log-brush trenches; and completing microtopography and wood placement on 7.5 acres.  The Work may include construction of a system of trenches, sumps, and sediment basins for groundwater dewatering in the channel.  All other revegetation will be accomplished under a separate contract.

Construction will require no more than one construction season.  
The Project will include all incidental work necessary to complete the Work as specified in the Drawings, Special Provisions and Technical Specifications.
MATERIALS.

Owner has stockpiled at Staging Areas some logs and brush that are available for Contractor’s use during the Project. Growth media has been stockpiled in the channel by others. Contractor shall take the availability of these materials into account when calculating its bid.

SPECIAL CONTRACTOR QUALIFICATIONS.

Contractor shall have at least five years of experience working on river restoration projects of similar size as the Clark Fork River and shall have completed at least five projects using similar design concepts, structures and materials.

Due to the type and number of stream bank restoration structures (see above) to be constructed, Contractor (to be a responsive bidder) must demonstrate that at least one equipment operator tasked to construct these structures has completed at least two river restoration training classes, such as Wildland Hydrology, Inc., or an equivalent.  Contractor shall submit with its bid the curriculum, agenda, dates, location and instructors of such training for each employee / operator.  Contractor may designate another operator without such training or experience to construct these structures, if the qualified operator is on-site at all times during the work and available and authorized to supervise this work.
CONTRACT DOCUMENTS

CONTRACT TIME
The Contract Time will be forty (40) consecutive calendar days.  Contractor will pay Owner liquidated damages in the amount of One Thousand dollars ($1,000.00) per day for each day beyond the Contract Time (as adjusted in accordance with the terms of the Contract Documents) that the Work is not substantially complete.

MANDATORY PRE-BID CONFERENCE

There will be a pre-bid walk-through beginning at 11:00A.M. local time February 1, 2012, at the Milltown Restoration CFR Reach 1 project area.  From Milltown proceed west on Highway 200, turn left on Tamarack Road, travel approximately 1 mile, then take a right through the green gate with Milltown Restoration CFR 1 sign.  
All persons attending the Pre-Bid Conference must wear hard hats, steel-toe boots, safety glasses with side shields, and high visibility clothing or safety vest.  Interested contractors are required to attend in order to submit a bid.
BID SUBMITTAL
Bids shall be submitted in accordance with Instructions to Bidders and with the laws of the State of Montana.

All workers employed in performance of the Work shall be paid prevailing wages at rates required by Federal regulation and the laws of the State of Montana.

Bidders must ensure that employees and applicants for employment are not discriminated against because of their race, color, religion, sex, or national origin.

Owner reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to cancel the contract solicitation for this project, to reject any and all Bids, to postpone or refuse to award the Contract, to consider the Bid of another Bidder, to waive any and all informalities, and to take any other action it deems in the best interests of the State of Montana.
