ACCEPTANCE/REJECTION OF BIDS, PROPOSALS, OR LIMITED SOLICITATION RESPONSES: The University reserves the right to accept or reject any or all bids, proposals, or limited solicitation responses, wholly or in part, and to make awards in any manner deemed in the best interest of the University. Bids, proposals, and limited solicitation responses will be firm for 30 days, unless stated otherwise in the text of the invitation for bid, request for proposal, or limited solicitation.

ACCESS AND RETENTION OF RECORDS: The contractor agrees to provide the University, Legislative Auditor, or their authorized agents, access to any records necessary to determine contract compliance. (Section 18-1-118, MCA). The contractor agrees to create and retain records supporting the services rendered or supplies delivered for a period of three years after either the completion date of the contract or the conclusion of any claim, litigation, or exception relating to the contract taken by The University of Montana or third party.

1.0 SCOPE OF WORK:  
Specifics of Required Work:

Work sites will be near Helena, along Green Meadow Drive, approximately 3.5 miles north of Lincoln Road.  One production well and four (4) monitoring wells are planned to be completed.  The production well is anticipated to be 225 feet deep and the monitoring wells are each anticipated to be 175 feet deep.  The wells will be completed through valley fill deposits and in well lithofied shale (Spokane Formation of the Belt Group).  Sites will be located on private land.  The contractor is responsible for all materials, labor and equipment necessary to complete the project.  Underground line location is the contractor's responsibility.

The preferred drilling method for this project is air rotary. Bentonite drilling mud, water, foam, or gel may not be used unless specifically agreed to in advance with the MBMG representative.  Any open boreholes, including over-drilled wells, will be filled with either cement or bentonite.  

The production well will have 8-inch or larger inside diameter steel surface casing installed to prevent caving of unstable materials near surface.  This surface casing will be about 20 feet (including ~2’ of stickup) and will be grouted with cement or cement plus 5% bentonite prior to deeper drilling.  The surface casing will be outfitted with a locking cap.  MBMG personnel will provide lock.  Well casing for the production well will be 4-inch or larger inside diameter PVC.  The well bore diameter must be at least 3-inches greater than the well casing outer diameter.

The monitoring wells will have 6-inch or larger inside diameter steel surface casing installed to prevent caving of unstable materials near surface.  This surface casing will be about 20 feet (including ~2’ of stickup) and will be grouted with cement or cement plus 5% bentonite prior to deeper drilling.  The surface casing will be outfitted with a locking cap.  MBMG personnel will provide lock.  Well casing for the monitoring wells will be 2-inch or larger inside diameter PVC.  The well bore diameter must be at least 3-inches greater than the well casing outer diameter.

Completion zones will be screened with factory slotted casing and gravel/sand packed. It is anticipated that 20 feet of screen will be needed for each well.  Silica sand or washed 1/4-inch or less gravel will be used as filter packs, and is anticipated to extend 5 feet above the top of screen.  The casing will be grouted with high-solids bentonite slurry or chips. Centralizers will be used at 80 foot intervals, or less, based on borehole conditions and driller’s recommendations, to ensure an even envelope of grout. All wells will be developed after completion using air lift.  This is to ensure good connection between the well and the aquifer.  The well will be developed until discharge water is visibly clear and pH, specific conductance and temperature have stabilized.  MBMG personnel will measure groundwater parameters.  

Completions will conform to Montana BWWC Monitoring Well and Water Well Construction rules and regulations.  Drilling speed will be maintained at a rate that produces straight and true holes and allows the hydrogeologist to log the cuttings, and to test the production potential and water quality of specific stratigraphic zones.  There will be time when the drill rig will be idled to allow for testing water producing zones or other activities.

The driller must have previous experience drilling in similar settings. The actual drilling method and completion particulars will be determined by the driller's equipment and site conditions.  The details listed here reflect the required product. Start-up date will be determined in consultation between MBMG and the driller.  Once mobilization begins, the work is expected to be completed without demobilization.  If agreed to by both parties, breaks during the project may be arranged, including any necessary due to weather.  The successful bid will be based on the specifics listed below; however the actual drilling and completing will vary from this; the number of wells, total footage for each well, and total footage drilled for the project may change due to site conditions.

Start Up and Mobilization

The driller will furnish and transport to the work site all drilling and completion materials and related equipment including well casing, sand or gravel pack, centralizers, and grout material. 

Start-up date will be determined in consultation between MBMG and the driller. Drilling is expected to commence shortly after the bid closing date by mutual agreement of both parties. Once mobilization begins, the work is expected to be completed without demobilization.  The successful bid will be based on the specifics listed above, however the actual drilling and completions will vary somewhat from that listed.

Note: Item amounts are estimates only; Per quantity prices must be firm for the term of the contract. 6.0  Prevailing Wage Requirements – Montana TC "PREVAILING WAGE REQUIREMENTS – MONTANA" \f C \l "1" 
Unless superseded by federal law, Montana law requires that contractors and subcontractors give preference to the employment of Montana residents for any public works contract in excess of $25,000 for construction or nonconstruction services in accordance with sections 18-2-401 through 18-2-432, MCA, and all administrative rules adopted pursuant thereto. Unless superseded by federal law, each contractor shall ensure that at least 50% of the contractor’s workers performing labor on a construction project are bona fide Montana residents. The Commissioner of the Montana Department of Labor and Industry has established the resident requirements in accordance with sections 18-2-403 and 18-2-409, MCA. Any and all questions concerning prevailing wage and Montana resident issues should be directed to the Montana Department of Labor and Industry.

In addition, unless superseded by federal law, all employees working on a public works contract shall be paid prevailing wage rates in accordance with sections 18-2-401 through 18-2-432, MCA, and all administrative rules adopted pursuant thereto. Montana law requires that all public works contracts, as defined in section 18-2-401, MCA, in which the total cost of the contract is in excess of $25,000, contain a provision stating for each job classification the standard prevailing wage rate, including fringe benefits, travel, per diem, and zone pay that the contractors, subcontractors, and employers shall pay during the public works contract.

7.0  Compliance with Workers' Compensation Act
The Contractor is required to supply the Montana Tech Purchasing Office with proof of compliance with the Montana Workers’ Compensation Act while performing work for Montana Tech. (Mont. Code Ann. §§ 39-71-120, 39-71-401, and 39-71-405.) Neither the Contractor nor its employees are employees of the University or the State of Montana. The proof of insurance/exemption must be valid for the entire contract period and must be received by the Montana Tech Purchasing Office, 1300 W. Park Street, Butte, MT 59701, within thirty (30) days of notice of award of contract. In no instance may any work commence prior to receipt of the certificates. 8.0  Compliance with Laws and Regulations 
Contractor warrants that it shall comply with all applicable state and federal laws and regulations regarding wages and hours, including but not limited to workers compensation coverage, prevailing wages, the Fair Labor Standards Act, and regulations promulgated by the U.S. Department of Labor, including but not limited to the federal regulations cited in Appendix A and B. 9.0  General Insurance Requirements

General Requirements: The contractor shall maintain for the duration of the contract, at its cost and expense, insurance against claims for injuries to persons or damages to property, including contractual liability, which may arise from or in connection with the performance of the work by the contractor, agents, employees, representatives, assigns, or subcontractors. This insurance shall cover such claims as may be caused by any negligent act or omission.

Primary Insurance: The contractor's insurance coverage shall be primary insurance as respect to the University, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers and shall apply separately to each project or location. Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the University, its officers, officials, employees or volunteers shall be in excess of the contractor's insurance and shall not contribute with it.

Specific Requirements for Commercial General Liability: The contractor shall purchase and maintain occurrence coverage with combined single limits for bodily injury, personal injury, and property damage of $1,000,000 per occurrence and $5,000,000 aggregate per year to cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, or negligence of the contractor or its officers, agents, representatives, assigns or subcontractors.

Additional Insured Status: The University, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers are to be covered as additional insureds; for liability arising out of activities performed by or on behalf of the contractor, including the insured's general supervision of the contractor; products and completed operations; premises owned, leased, occupied, or used.

Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions: Any deductible or self-insured retention must be declared to and approved by the University. At the request of the agency either: (1) the insurer shall reduce or eliminate such deductibles or self-insured retentions as respects the University, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers; or (2) the contractor shall procure a bond guaranteeing payment of losses and related investigations, claims administration, and defense expenses.

Certificate of Insurance/Endorsements: Insurance must be placed with an insurer with a Best's rating of no less than A-. The certificate must also include the University's purchase order number or contract number. This insurance must be maintained for the duration of the contract. The Montana Tech Purchasing Office, 1300 W. Park Street, Butte, MT 59701, must receive all required certificates and endorsements within 10 days from the date of the Request for Documents notice before a contract or purchase order will be issued. Work may not commence until a contract or purchase order is in place. The Contractor must notify the University immediately, of any material change in insurance coverage, such as changes in limits, coverage, change in status of policy, etc. The University reserves the right to require complete copies of insurance policies at all times.

10.0   Contract Termination

The University may, by written notice to the Contractor, terminate the awarded contract in whole or in part at any time the Contractor fails to perform this contract.

The University at its sole discretion may terminate or reduce the scope of the contract if available funding is reduced for any reason. (See Mont. Code Ann. § 18-4-313(3).)
