	Q.  Is compost from EKO compost out of Missoula approved for use on this project for the top soil?
A.  Compost cannot be substituted for top soil.

	Q.  Is there staking out on the project showing the eleven acres that need to be covered?
A.  Area is not staked at this time.  See posted image.

	Q.  Will davis bacon rates be manditory for truck drivers hauling from EKO compost to job site if compost is approved?
A.  Davis-Bacon applies since we are using federal funds.

	Q.  Could you send me an aerial photo view of the site delineating the locations and perimeter of where the soil will be placed?

A.  See posted image.  This oblique image shows the site.  The darker areas show the general location where the cover soil will be placed.  The central riprap pile will remain where it is.  It's difficult to create a clear defined boundary where soil will be placed and where it won't.  In reality, the soil will be "feathered" somewhat on the edges to blend with the surrounding ground.

	Q.  Are there any permits that need to be applied for on this project?   For example is a NOI needed or swpp?

A. A SWPP will be required.
