ACCEPTANCE/REJECTION OF BIDS, PROPOSALS, OR LIMITED SOLICITATION RESPONSES: The University reserves the right to accept or reject any or all bids, proposals, or limited solicitation responses, wholly or in part, and to make awards in any manner deemed in the best interest of the University. Bids, proposals, and limited solicitation responses will be firm for 30 days, unless stated otherwise in the text of the invitation for bid, request for proposal, or limited solicitation.

ACCESS AND RETENTION OF RECORDS: The contractor agrees to provide the University, Legislative Auditor, or their authorized agents, access to any records necessary to determine contract compliance. (Section 18-1-118, MCA). The contractor agrees to create and retain records supporting the services rendered or supplies delivered for a period of three years after either the completion date of the contract or the conclusion of any claim, litigation, or exception relating to the contract taken by The University of Montana or third party.

DISABILITY ACCOMMODATIONS: The University of Montana does not discriminate on the basis of disability in admission to, access to, or operations of its programs, services, or activities. Individuals who need aids, alternative document formats, or services for effective communications or other disability related accommodations in the programs and services offered are invited to make their needs and preferences known to this office.  Interested parties should provide as much advance notice as possible.

FACSIMILE RESPONSES: Facsimile responses will be accepted for invitations for bids, small purchases, or limited solicitations ONLY if they are completely received by the University Business Services-Purchasing Office prior to the time set for receipt. Bids, or portions thereof, received after the due time will not be considered. Facsimile responses to requests for proposals are ONLY accepted on an exception basis with prior approval of the procurement officer.
FAILURE TO HONOR BID/PROPOSAL: If a bidder/offeror to whom a contract is awarded refuses to accept the award (PO/contract) or fails to deliver in accordance with the contract terms and conditions, the department may, in its discretion, suspend the bidder/offeror for a period of time from entering into any contracts with The University of Montana.

The University of Montana – Montana Tech / Montana Bureau of Mines and Geology (MBMG) in Butte, MT is seeking drilling and field work for groundwater investigation program.  The groundwater monitoring wells shall be planned and completed near Dillon, MT using a dual air rotary drilling rig.  Site one shall consist of approx. four (4) wells, approx. 200 feet deep.  Site two shall consist of approx. two (2) wells, approx. 320 feet deep. Additional sites will be identified and wells installed at later dates, possibly during the summer or fall, 2010.  MBMG will pay mobilization each time the driller moves from the home office to the work area after a period of not working on this contract.
GENERAL BID REQUIREMENTS:  The University reserves the right to accept any or all bids, wholly or in part, and to make awards in any manner deemed to be in the best interest of the University. SUBCONTRACTS:  The Contractor may not transfer, assign or subcontract this contract or resulting purchase order or any interest therein without the express written approval of The University of Montana. In the event a subcontract is authorized by the University, the Contractor will inset in any subcontract the clauses set forth in this contract and also a clause requiring the subcontractors to include these clauses in any lower tier subcontracts which they may enter into together with a clause requiring this insertion in any further subcontracts that may in turn be made.

TERMINATION:  Except as otherwise provided in this section, either party may terminate the Contract Agreement for failure of the other party to perform any of the services, duties, or conditions contained in this Contract Agreement after giving thirty (30) days written notice by registered mail or personal delivery to the other party. The written notice must demand performance of the stated failure within a specified time period of not less than thirty (30) days. GENERAL CONTRACT CONDITIONS:

PROJECT DIRECTOR:  The University of Montana Purchasing Office shall be the authorized representative of the University for purposed of interpretation of contract requirements.  Determination of adequacy of performance shall be the responsibility of the Project Director.  The University of Montana Purchasing Office or the Project Director will not supervise or be responsible for the actions of the Contractor’s employees.  The Project Director, for purposes of this contact shall be Ginette Abdo, Montana Bureau of Mines and Geology, The University of Montana – Montana Tech, telephone 406-496-4152, gabdo@mtech.edu .

The Project Director shall be allowed access to the site any time for the purpose of inspecting the work in progress.  The Project Director shall advise and confer directly with the Contractor as to what steps are to be undertaken and when those procedures are to take place.  The Project Director shall have full authority to stop work in progress in order to confer with the Contractor, colleagues or other professionals, in order to determine the next appropriate procedure or order changes in work.

START-UP AND MOBILIZATION:  The driller shall furnish and transport to the work site all drilling and completion materials and related equipment including well casing, sand or gravel pack, centralizers, and grout material. 
Start-up date shall be determined by mutual agreement of both parties, MBMG and the successful bidder after bid award. Once mobilization begins, the work is expected to be completed without demobilization.  The successful bid shall be based on the specifics listed above, however the actual drilling and completions will vary somewhat from that listed.

CHANGES OF WORK:  The Project Director may order changes in the work but no changes that monetarily increase the cost of the project may be unilaterally effected by the Contractor in the absence of an approved Contract Addendum.  Only a Contract Addendum authorized by The University of Montana Business Services – Purchasing will permit any adjustment to the contract.  A request by the Contractor for a Contract Addendum shall be accompanied by an itemized statement, which details all cost, which would be incurred to effect the change. SITE INSPECTION:  Each potential contractor should visit the job site to verify measurements and to become fully aware of the conditions relating to the project and the labor requirements prior to submitting a bid.  A University representative will accompany the bidder on said inspection.  Failure to do so will not relieve the successful contractor of their obligation to furnish all materials and labor necessary to carry out the provisions of the contract. TAXES, PERMITS, AND FEES:  The Contractor shall secure and pay for all permits and inspections, give all notices, pay all taxes and fees, and comply with all laws, ordinances, rules, regulations, and lawful orders bearing on the performance of the work.
INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR:  The Contractor is an independent contractor providing services for The University of Montana.  Neither the Contractor nor any of his employees are employees of the State of Montana or any agency or division thereof, nor will they be considered employees of the State of Montana under any subsequent amendment to this contract unless otherwise expressed.
The Contractor further agrees that in accordance with Montana Code Annotated 39-71-401 and 39-71-405, the Contractor is responsible for Workers' Compensation coverage for his employees or, if entering into this contract as a sole proprietor or a member of a partnership, himself.  The Contractor agrees to comply with all provisions of Montana Law with respect to Workers' Compensation coverage and to provide The University of Montana Business Services-Purchasing Office with proof of compliance with the relevant statutory provision cited herein.

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS:

The Contractor shall provide insurance coverage as required by this section.  Certificates of insurance coverage shall be filed with The University of Montana, Business Services - Purchasing office within thirty (30) days of notice of award of contract.  In no instance may any work commence prior to receipt of the certificates. A signed contract issued, as notice of award, shall not be considered valid until The University of Montana, Business Services - Purchasing Office has received the certificates.

General Requirements: The Contractor shall maintain for the duration of the contract, at its cost and expense, insurance against claims for injuries to persons or damages to property, including contractual liability, which may arise from or in connection with the performance of the work by the Contractor, agents, employees, representatives, assigns, or subcontractors. This insurance shall cover such claims as may be caused by any negligent act or omission. 

Primary Insurance: The Contractor's insurance coverage shall be primary insurance as respect to the University, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers and shall apply separately to each project or location. Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the University, its officers, officials, employees or volunteers shall be in excess of the Contractor's insurance and shall not contribute with it.

Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions: Any deductible or self-insured retention must be declared to and approved by the state agency. Coverage may be provided through a private carrier or through the State Compensation Insurance Fund (406) 444-6500. An exemption can be requested through the Department of Labor and Industry, Employment Relations Division (406) 444-1446. Corporate officers must provide documentation of their exempt status.

REGISTRATION WITH THE SECRETARY OF STATE: Any business intending to transact business in Montana must register with the Secretary of State. Businesses that are incorporated in another state or country, but which are conducting activity in Montana, must determine whether they are transacting business in Montana in accordance with sections 35-1-1026 and 35-8-1001, MCA. Such businesses may want to obtain the guidance of their attorney or accountant to determine whether their activity is considered transacting business.
If businesses determine that they are transacting business in Montana, they must register with the Secretary of State and obtain a certificate of authority to demonstrate that they are in good standing in Montana. PREVAILING WAGE REQUIREMENTS – MONTANA: TC "PREVAILING WAGE REQUIREMENTS – MONTANA" \f C \l "1"   Unless superseded by federal law, Montana law requires that contractors and subcontractors give preference to the employment of Montana residents for any public works contract in excess of $25,000 for construction or non-construction services in accordance with sections 18-2-401 through 18-2-432, MCA, and all administrative rules adopted pursuant thereto. At least 50% of the work for construction services must be performed by bona fide Montana residents. The Commissioner of the Montana Department of Labor and Industry has established the resident requirements in accordance with sections 18-2-403 and 18-2-409, MCA. Any and all questions concerning prevailing wage and Montana resident issues should be directed to the Montana Department of Labor and Industry.
In addition, unless superseded by federal law, all employees working on a public works contract shall be paid prevailing wage rates in accordance with sections 18-2-401 through 18-2-432, MCA, and all administrative rules adopted pursuant thereto. Montana law requires that all public works contracts, as defined in section 18-2-401, MCA, in which the total cost of the contract is in excess of $25,000, contain a provision stating for each job classification the standard prevailing wage rate, including fringe benefits, travel, per diem, and zone pay that the contractors, subcontractors, and employers shall pay during the public works contract.

Furthermore, section 18-2-406, MCA, requires that all contractors, subcontractors, and employers who are performing work or providing services under a public works contract post in a prominent and accessible site on the project staging area or work area, no later than the first day of work and continuing for the entire duration of the contract, a legible statement of all wages and fringe benefits to be paid to the employees in compliance with section 18-2-423, MCA. Section 18-2-423, MCA, requires that employees receiving an hourly wage must be paid on a weekly basis. 

Each contractor, subcontractor, and employer must maintain payroll records in a manner readily capable of being certified for submission under section 18-2-423, MCA, for not less than three years after the contractor’s, subcontractor’s, or employer’s completion of work on the public works contract.

The Commissioner of the Montana Department of Labor and Industry has established the standard prevailing rate of wages in accordance with sections18-2-401 and 18-2-402, MCA.

The zone hourly rates applicable to each project shall be determined by measuring the road miles over the shortest practical maintained route from the nearest County Courthouse of the following listed towns to the center of the job:  BILLINGS, BOZEMAN, BUTTE, GREAT FALLS, HAVRE, HELENA, KALISPELL, LEWISTOWN, MILES CITY, MISSOULA.

AREA:  BEAVERHEAD COUNTY.

SCOPE OF WORK:  Groundwater monitoring wells are planned to be completed at multiple locations near Dillon, Montana. Drilling will be conducted using a dual air rotary drilling rig. The actual number of wells depends on the drilling depths, bid prices, site conditions and landownership access.  Two sites have been identified.  For this bid the pricing shall be for four (4) wells on Site One and two (2) wells on Site Two.  Drilling on these sites are expected to begin immediately after bid award.  Additional sites will be identified and wells installed at later dates, possibly during the summer or fall, 2010.  MBMG shall pay mobilization related cost each time the driller moves from the home office to the work area after a period of 10 days not working on this contract.
Site One:  Site one shall consist of approx. five (5) monitoring wells, completed with 2-inch or larger PVC casing.  The specific diameter is at the driller's discretion but must be documented in bid response. Four of these wells are anticipated to be completed at a depth of approx. 200 feet deep. One well to be indentified at a later date will be completed at a shallower depth depending on lithology. The wells shall be drilled through valley fill deposits and completed in Tertiary age volcanic rock (rhyolite). The site is located on private land. 
Site two:  Site Two shall consist of approx. three (3) wells using a dual air rotary drill. Two of these wells are anticipated to be approx. 320 feet deep with the potential for a third well at approx. 150 feet deep (depending on lithology). Site two wells shall be completed with the installation of a 6-inch steel casing and ten feet of stainless steel slotted screen at the targeted depth. Bentonite will be fed along the casing during advancement.
WELL SPECIFICATIONS:  All wells shall be completed in accordance with Montana Board of Water Well Contractor Administrative Rules for monitoring well and water well construction.  Contractor shall be responsible for all materials, labor and equipment necessary to complete the project.  Underground line location shall be the Contractor's responsibility.

Bentonite drilling mud, water, foam, or gel may not be used unless specifically agreed to in advance with the MBMG representative.  Any open boreholes, including over-drilled wells, shall be filled with either cement or bentonite.  All completed wells shall be grouted with an annular seal of bentonite crumbles. Well completions shall depend on depths and competence of target units. Drilling speed shall be maintained at a rate that produces straight and true holes and allows the hydrogeologist to log the cuttings. There shall be time when the drill rig will be idled to allow for testing water producing zones or other activities.

All wells shall be developed after completion using air lift. This is to ensure good connection between the well and the aquifer.  The well shall be developed until discharge water is visibly clear and pH, specific conductance and temperature have stabilized.  MBMG personnel will measure groundwater parameters.  

The driller must have previous drilling experience in similar settings. The completion particulars shall be determined by the driller's equipment and site conditions.  The details listed here reflect the required product. If agreed to by both parties, breaks during the project may be arranged, including any necessary due to weather.  The successful bid shall be based on the specifics listed below for the first two sites.  However, the actual drilling and completing will vary from this; the number of wells, total footage for each well, and total footage drilled for the project may change due to site conditions and land ownership access.  Additional sites are expected to be drilled at a later date under this contract.  Drilling conditions and completions at those sites are expected to be similar to the first two sites and drilling for those shall be paid from this contract based on the per-foot prices in the contract as bid below.

Two well designs are planned.  Monitoring wells with 2-inch or larger inside diameter PVC shall be installed. The well bore diameter must be at least 3 inches greater than the well casing outer diameter. Completion zones shall be screened with 10 feet of factory slotted casing and gravel/sand packed. Centralizers shall be used at 80 foot intervals on average, to ensure an even envelope of grout. Silica sand or washed 1/4-inch or less gravel will be used as filter packs and is anticipated to extend five feet above the screen. The casing shall be grouted with high-solids bentonite slurry or chips to insure that the volcanic bedrock aquifer is not in connection with overlying sediments.  The top 10 feet of the well will be completed with steel casing and shall be grouted with cement or cement plus 5% bentonite.

The second well design is for completions with 6-inch steel casing and ten feet of stainless steel slotted screen installed at the targeted depth. Bentonite will be fed along the casing during advancement.
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QUALIFICATIONS:  Bidders must be primarily engaged in the business of drilling and must have been actively engaged in this field for a minimum of two years.

Before the award of the contract, a bidder may be required to show that they have the necessary experience, facilities, and ability to perform the work in a satisfactory manner and within the time stipulated.  
PROJECT COST:
Note: Item amounts are estimates only; per quantity prices must be firm for the term of the contract. The driller is responsible for all damages to his equipment, including during moves between locations and during drilling activities.  The driller is responsible for identifying and avoiding potentially dangerous situations.  The driller is required to carry appropriate accidental and liability insurance.
