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APPENDIX D:  ENTERPRISE ARCHITECTURE (EA) COMPONENTS
As summarized in Section 2 of the RFI, Montana implemented the Combined Healthcare Information and Montana Eligibility Systems (CHIMES) in 2012 with an expandable Enterprise Architecture.  The purpose of the development and implementation of CHIMES was to move away from a monolithic, fully integrated eligibility systems, to flexible, modular, and policy independent systems built within an enterprise architecture that facilitates interoperability and data sharing.  The CHIMES Enterprise Architecture provides the following capabilities and features:

· Service Oriented Architecture (SOA) to promote functional reuse and data sharing.

· Enterprise Service Bus (ESB) to support service-oriented interactions (messaging and routing) between systems in the Enterprise Architecture.

· Centralized secure access to authorized, multiple systems.

· Open standards to allow for the flexible and scalable addition of future systems.

· A business rules engine used for eligibility determination and other policy driven processes. 

· The inclusion of a Common Client Index (CCI), a virtual index of persons and where they reside in the various Department systems, in which:

· The CCI is realized as a “service” within the SOA.

· The CCI is not a separate repository of person demographic information.

· Each system maintains its own set of person data and business processes.

· A single web portal - a point of access providing a secure gateway to multiple applications and resources, including community providers. Access is governed by single sign-on authentication and application authorization.
Figures D-1 and D-2 below provide a summary of the SACWIS architecture, as well as the future vision for the Enterprise Architecture.  Any SACWIS solution considered by the State must interface and interoperate within the current Enterprise Architecture for all business rule, security, web, data access, and interface services.
